COURSE OVERVIEW:

The following mathematical objectives are covered in this course: 1) Number sense and operations 2) data analysis, probability, and discrete mathematics 3) patterns, algebra, and functions 4) geometry and measurement and 5) structure and logic, as prescribed by the Arizona State Standards.
